——=) A computer is assigned to each candidate upon arrival.

——p The invigilator will remind you of the rules for conducting

the exam.

———) |t is possible to raise your hand to ask questions relating to

the use of the software or the computer only.

——) The software allows you to navigate between questions,

allowing for revision at the end.

——p Cell phones, lighters, and other computer devices must be

given to the supervisor upon arrival.

——) You have the right to use your personal headphones if you
wish (the software allows automated reading of questions).

Success: Obtaining the journeyman card (class C)

¢1st condition: Obtain an OVERALL grade of 70% and above

e |f this condition is not met, the entire exam will have to be
repeated.

e |f this result is achieved, the second success condition must be
fulfilled.

V 2nd condition: Obtain a mark of 60% or more in EACH module

e If there is a failure in a module, the candidate is subject to a
retake exclusively for the failed module (or failed modules).

e |f the results for each module are achieved, the PASS mark is

awarded for the practical component.

——p The examiner will read each question twice, then you can
complete the technical tasks or answer according to the

question.

——3 Make sure you complete each of the steps necessary to
safely carry out the tasks required of you.
